MINUTES FOR THE BOARD OF GOVERNORS

OF THE WRIGHT-PATTERSON OFFICERS’ SPOUSES’ CLUB

February 4, 2010

CALL TO ORDER

The meeting opened at 9.40 a.m. in Bldg.1083. The President welcomed the Advisor, the spouse of the 88th ABW Vice Commander and AFSAC’s Honorary Representative.
MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Upon review of the January 7th minutes, the First Vice President questioned the line that quoted her as saying she and her committee “were only charged $7.00 per person and it was a $13.00 meal.” After some discussion, the Board felt that the way it was worded in the minutes was how it was said and should therefore stand as written. It was agreed that the actual amount we were charged for the Holiday Brunch, when all of the bills were finally totaled, was more like $10.00 per person plus gratuity.

“I move to accept the minutes of the January 7, 2010, BoG meeting as written”. Motion seconded and passed.

BOARD REPORTS

Board reports were individually reviewed; see attached report.

Additional Comments:

The  Admin. Treasurer reminded Board members that they need to be working on their budget requests for next year. She asked that we get them in early as it starts getting busy soon.

The Parliamentarian reminded everyone that nominations for the Executive Committee close on Feb. 10th. If you want a questionnaire, you can get one from her by calling or emailing her. She will also accept them at the luncheon. She said we have a lot of 'maybes', and one 'definite', so please step up and invite your friends to run.

Activities: The Activities Chair gave a reminder that we have a mouse issue in the kitchen, so please make sure sugar, etc. gets stored in glass or metal containers. Her Activities meeting will be on March 15, 2010.

The question was asked by the Publications Manager why special interest groups don’t go to that meeting. The Admin. Treasurer explained that how they get their money is different than how activities get theirs, and that some of their rules are different as well. She offered to meet with the Publications Manager at a later time to answer any questions she may have. The Activities Chair said that anyone who wants to come to her Activities meeting is more than welcome.

ISG: The ISG Chair reminded everyone that April 15th is the date for the International Fair. She said that they do have a table representing the U.S.A. and she has asked the Membership Chair if she would be in charge of that table. If anyone wants to help, please talk to her.

Mah Jongg Book Sales: Due to the work that our new web designer has done on the web site already, the Chair said we are starting to sell our new books. They are selling well at $7.00 apiece.

Museum Guides: The President added that the MG Chair said that everything is going fine at the museum.

Programs: The Chair spoke with our speaker for the upcoming luncheon and said she is excited about doing the program for us next week.

The President mentioned that our newsletter can sit for up to 15 days at the post office before they send it out since we send it bulk mail.  

OLD BUSINESS – Web Site – President
The President reminded everyone that we approved $500 for our web site last month, which we spent when we recently hired our web designer. We now need to approve $500 more to complete his payment, plus another $100 for upkeep of the web site.

The  Admin. Treasurer explained that the extra $500 will help to keep the web designer's support for one year (he needs $1,000 up front). In effect, it’s the web design that we are paying for and the upkeep. The other $100 is for reserving domain names. For example, if someone types in Mah Jongg or OWC, this will ensure that they will get sent to our web site. It will end up costing less than the system we are using now, but the initial costs are essentially $1,100. The President said that once the web site is finalized, our web designer will help us close the PowWeb site and will try to get our money back from them as well.

If we want to keep him on, we can negotiate an annual fee later. The Admin. Treasurer said that we may not need him for that, and suggested we let the new administration analyze it and decide what they want to do going forward.

The Reservations Chair read the motion on the agenda: “The Website committee moves to approve $500 for final payment to 'Website Design Columbus', with an additional $100 for general upkeep of the OSC website, for a total of $600.” Motion seconded and passed.

The  Admin. Treasurer said that this money will come from Admin. Reserve and since we have about $3000 in that account, we definitely have the money.

NEW BUSINESS – Welfare Motions – Welfare Co-Chair
Beavercreek YMCA

Last year was the first time we gave to them and we gave $500. Our donation was used to help provide scholarships for 10 families and eight individuals towards their June 2009 membership dues, which fell under their annual “Strong Kids Campaign.” This year our donation would go to that same campaign. All of this money stays in our community and goes towards families in need.

“The Welfare Committee moves to donate $500 to the Beavercreek YMCA.” Motion seconded and passed.

U.S. Air Force Aid Society

The Air Force Aid Society is the official charity of the U.S. Air Force. It is a nonprofit organization that provides emergency assistance, sponsors education assistance programs, and offers a variety of base and community enhancement programs worldwide.

“The Welfare Committee moves to donate $500 to the U.S. Air Force Aid Society.” Motion seconded and passed.

BOARD COMMENTS

The Second Vice passed around a congratulations card for board member a Board member who recently had a baby. She also stated that she was going to pass around new “Volunteer Parking Passes” and asked everyone to sign them out with their parking pass number. These passes allow you to park in a Team Wright-Patt Volunteer spot on Base at the places like medical center, commissary, etc.

The Programs Chair reminded everyone to make their reservations for next week's luncheon. The Reservations Chair said that people can call the reservation line today. The ROWW Chair mentioned that a certain members’ husband passed away. The service will be at Chapel 1 tomorrow, they will be going to the VA Cemetery, and then coming back to Chapel 2. The viewing is tonight from 6-8:00 p.m. at Belton on Dayton-Yellow Springs Road. The ROWW Chair said she was a very active member.

PRESIDENT’S REMARKS

The President asked two members, the Programs Chair and the Newcomers/Nametags Chair, to come forward for their gifts. The Newcomers/Nametags Chair received her 'Volunteer of the Quarter' gift and certificate and the Programs Chair was given flowers upon her husband’s retirement. She was thanked for her service.

The Parliamentarian announced that this year's Nominating Committee will be comprised of the Parliamentarian (Chair), the Advisor, the First Vice President, the Fundraising/Table Sales Chair, and the Newcomers/Nametags Chair. The President mentioned that on April 20th, the OSC is invited to participate in the Volunteer Info. Fair held from 10:00 a.m. - 2:00 p.m. in Bldg. 230. The Newcomers/Nametags Chair said she attended last year said she will be there again.

The President will have a meeting tomorrow and on Tuesday, February 9th, with the web designer, so if you all can send in your constructive criticisms by Tuesday they will try and incorporate the changes to the web site.
