MINUTES FOR THE BOARD OF GOVERNORS

September 3, 2009

CALL TO ORDER
The meeting opened at 9:32 a.m. in Bldg. 1083. The President welcomed our Advisor and an Honorary Advisor. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

BOARD REPORTS

Board reports were individually reviewed; see attached report.

The President reported that we had a very good turnout by the Activities Group leaders at the Activities Meeting on August 24th. He mentioned that he gave them the choice of where they would like their table located in the ballroom for the Activities & Welcome Coffee.

The First Vice President mentioned that the Fisher House will have a tent at the USAF Marathon and that those participating can run the marathon from the Fisher House. The President advised everyone not to use the road behind the Fisher House, as it is involved in construction right now. Please go down to the golf course and “hang a left” to get to the Wright-Patt Club.

An OSC member has volunteered to go down to the Post Office and take the class on how to do bulk mailing and is considering taking the position of Circulation Manager. The Newcomers/Nametags Co-Chair said she could help with the labeling. The President welcomed anyone else who would like to come along to the post office with him.
The President mentioned that we still don’t have a person for Reservations. We have the machine, but still need someone to pick up the phone and take the reservations off of the message line and call members back. Please help to recruit for this. 
Skylarks: They are trying to get into Chapel One for their practices. The Skylarks Director said she has been playing phone tag trying to get a hold of someone over there. She has filled out forms twice. A few members offered to help clear up any miscommunications. The Director reminded the Board that she is moving next summer, and as of right now she doesn’t have a replacement. Please help to spread the word, both for more singers and for a Director for next year.

TWW: The newsletter editor stated that in September, something happened with the ad for “James Jewelers” and it was not the proofreader’s fault. She said she called the James Jewelers Chair to apologize, and said she was very gracious about it. The editor has turned over the web site information to a certain Board member and that person is going to look at it, but no promises.

Someone asked what the Publication Manager duties are and the former Publications Manager explained how she picked up the newsletters from the printers, labeled, sorted and delivered them to the Circulation Manager. She also did anything else that had to do with publications, including Enterprising Spouses. She “okayed” the contract for Prestige Printers, although she said there wasn’t much to do last time, and was a supervisor over the production of the OSC Membership Directory. The idea for the position, another member explained, was to coordinate all of the duties for the various positions that had to do with either the newsletter or any other publications that the OSC produces.

The President had a couple of questions. First, he asked the Newcomers/Nametags Chair how the AFIT Orientation went. She said there were supposed to be 100 people there, and she gave out 85 forms. She said you only have a moment to talk with people. She had the White House Christmas Ornaments on display as well as the OSC Cookbooks. The people that they talked to all seemed to be very favorable to the idea of coming to the Coffee. It was a little more difficult to have additional things to talk about, but they got it done. They had the International Spouses’ Group Chair (ISG) there talking about the September 4th ISG meeting, and she felt it may have gotten a few people confused. The ISG Chair said if some of those ladies come to her meeting tomorrow, she will make sure to mention the “Activities & Welcome Coffee” on the 10th.
