CALL TO ORDER

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

“I move to accept the minutes of the May 6, 2010, BoG meeting as written. Seconded.  Motion passed.

BOARD REPORTS

     The Board reports document was passed out, but not read aloud as members had a chance to read it before this meeting.
     On the 14th of May, the President saw the Brush & Palette’s display downtown at “Urban Nights”.

     The two treasurers read their reports.
OLD BUSINESS

Constitutional Review - Parliamentarian
The Parliamentarian passed out new copies of the Constitution and Policies & Procedures to everyone, noting that there were no substantial changes to the Constitution this year and pointing out a couple of changes in the Policies & Procedures.

NEW BUSINESS
Welfare Items – Welfare Chair
The Welfare Committee moves to donate $500 to “We Care Arts.” Seconded.
Discussion: “’We Care Arts’ teaches people with handicaps how to do various forms of art. They are budgeted for $250 dollars but asked for a larger donation because of increased needs.  Our donation last year was used to help buy art supplies and that is what they would like to use a donation from us again for.  We gave them $250 last year, they didn’t ask the year before, and $500 the two years before that. They are serving many more people than in the past and have referrals sent to them by 42 different agencies.” Motion passed.

The Welfare Committee moves to donate $500 to the Beavercreek Community Theatre. Seconded.
“We gave them $100 in 2006/2007 and $400 in 2005/2006. Both donations went toward their general building fund and a brick with our name was put in during construction.  They have not requested funds in the last two years.  This year a donation would be used to help their Children’s Theatre efforts program.” 
Discussion: A member liked their tie-in with the “A Kid Again” charity, which is another group we donate money to. Motion passed.
The Welfare Committee moves to donate $250 to the National Military Family Association. Seconded.
“This is a national organization that does research on military family issues and fights for military family rights.  We have not donated to them recently.  This donation would be used to defend existing family benefits and push for others.”

Discussion: The First Vice President mentioned they reinstated money for tuition that had been frozen. Motion passed.
The Welfare Committee moves to donate $250 to the PEACE program (Positive Education Always Corrects Errors).  Seconded.
“This is an intensive rehabilitation program for at-risk youth who have not responded to traditional forms of probation and supervision. This includes securing employment, finishing school, and seeking counseling.” Motion passed.
BOARD COMMENTS
     The Fundraising/Table Sales Chair asked that if anyone has any ornaments, cookbooks or money for her she would like to have it soon please. If there is anyone who goes to Bldg.11 in Area B, there is a lady over there who would like us to mail her one. The Publications Manager volunteered to take the cookbook over to her. 
     The Admin. Treasurer said that this year’s books will remain open until Tuesday, so if you have any reimbursements please contact her soon.
     The Thrift Shop Chair wanted to thank all of the Board members who are Thrift Shop volunteers.

     The Second Vice gave Board gifts to two people who wouldn’t be joining us at the Honorary President’s home.
     Correction to Board Reports: It is the “Connie Yates SPOUSE of the Year Award” that the President received.

     The First Vice wanted to remind everyone who is the Chair of an Activities Group that we have end of year activities reports to fill out. If you are the Chair of a group, she will be contacting you. The Admin. Treasurer added that they will receive their letter from the new Admin. Treasurer in about a week, authorizing their new budget for the year.     
      The ROWW Chair also wanted to thank everybody for a good year. She announced that there will be no ROWW luncheon in October. She said it will be discussed on the second half of this meeting.
